Only applications that include the following items will be considered complete and eligible: 

 •Completed Youth Bursary Application Form 

 •Essay #1 – Describe your horse interests and experiences (200 words or less) 

 •Essay #2 – Indicate how you would spend $500 (200 words or less) 

 •Photo – colour photo of you riding/driving OR your head shot  

 •Two Letters of Recommendation from your coach, who has a license and NBEA/EC membership 

that is up to date and one from an independent supporter who is an NBEA member.
