4) STABLING: Copy of negative coggins test is required. $30 including HST. Limited for first 

come first served. Hay and shavings NOT provided.  

5) DRESSAGE: 2016 EC Tests. PT – Pre-Training Test 2; E – Entry Test 2; PE – Entry Test 1. 

ARENA 20m x 40x sand ring. Warm up on grass.  

6) CROSS COUNTRY: PT – 2000m @ 400mpm; E 1500m @ 350mpm; PE – 1500m @ 300mpm. 

Terrain: rolling open terrain, spectator friendly, good galloping course. 

7) AWARDS: Prizes to 3rd, Ribbons to 5th.  

8) DIRECTIONS: From Trans-Canada Highway: Exit 258 St. Stephen/St. Andrews, 18 km along 

Route 3, civic address 2044 Route 3 after passing through main village. From Charlotte 

County: Follow signs to Lawrence Station, then to Harvey Station, civic address 2044 

Route 3 before main village of Harvey.
